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TIMELY WARNINGS

In the event that a situation arises, either on or off campus, that, in the
judgment of the Chief of Campus Police, constitutes an ongoing or
continuing threat, a campus wide “timely warning” will be issued. The
warning may be issued through the university e-mail system to students,
faculty, staff and the campus’ student newspaper, The Prospector.

Depending on the particular circumstances of the crime, especially in
situations that could pose an immediate threat to the community and
individuals, the University Police Department may also post a notice on the
campus wide electronic bulletin board on the University Police Web site,
and work with the University Communication in providing the university
community with more immediate notification. Anyone with information
warranting a timely warning should report the circumstances to University
Police Department, by phone (915) - 747-5611 or in person at our office at
3118 Sun Bowl Drive.
